1. Your camp dates are detailed in the accompanying letter.  Should you wish to arrive the night before, please do not arrive before 6 p.m., as you will not have access to any of the stable or kitchen/pavilion areas.  Arrival before 12 noon will be charged as another full day and arrival before 6 p.m. as an extra half-day.  Those wishing to arrive early to do the Farm Ride may do so but will not be able to use the stables until 6 p.m.  It is the responsibility of the Camp Organiser to make early arrivals fully aware of our booking procedures. On your day of departure, all areas must be vacated by 4 p.m.

2. You must inform us in advance the number of horses attending Camp.  Extra Stables (up to 7, i.e. 33 total) may be available.  All visiting horses, daily or otherwise, must be booked in through the Farm Office.  There will be an additional charge for any horse using the facilities but not stabled at Camp. We will provide 2 bales of shavings for each horse.  Extra bales may be purchased on site, or you may bring your own.  No other form of bedding may be used.  At the end of your Camp you must muck out into the centre aisle, leaving your stable empty and swept clean.  You are welcome to bag up any clean shavings and take them home with you.

3.       We can supply large haylage bales @ £35 per bale.  If you bring your own           

           forage you must take all left over hay and haylage away with you, as we cannot 

          dispose of this for you.

 4.       A large Waste Bin will be supplied near the Pavilion for domestic rubbish

         produced during your camp.

5.
We ask you to respect our facilities and ensure that you leave no litter, keep 

your stable area swept and the Pavilion clean and tidy.  Please keep noise levels down after 10 p.m., both in the pavilion and in the stables.  If your members visit their mounts late into the night, the other horses start banging at their doors causing sleepless nights for all.

6.         You must have your own suitable insurance.  Each horse is the responsibility of 

             its owner, and all activities are at your own risk.  Due to the Health and 

             Safety regulations you are asked to inspect the Stables and Pavilion before           

             use and sign to say that you are satisfied with the condition of the facilities.  

             If you are not entirely satisfied you must come to the Office and inform us.    

             If the facilities are not left as you found them a breakage and cleaning charge    

             will apply.  You are expected to complete your own Risk Assessment.

7.         Suitable protective clothing to be worn at all times when mounted: i.e. hardhats 

            to current approved standard with chinstrap fastened, boots with a small heel        

            and grip, long sleeves and we strongly advise body protectors are used.

8.       All children must be under adult supervision at all times.  We are a working 

Farm with all the associated risks and will not tolerate children playing outside the designated area.  We are set up as an Equestrian Facility and make no provision for non-horse related activities.  The use of bicycles is not allowed.                                                           

9.       There must be No Horses taken into the Camp Field and No Mucking out of 

          horse transport onto the yard or field.  Please use the muck trailer

10.       The Schools available for your use are:

            Flatwork: Arena 1 and Indoor School (not available until after 11am).
Jumping: Arena 4 (full course) Ash 1 (full course) and Ash 2 (grid work and practice jumps).

You may use up to two Schools at any one time, Camps booking in excess of 26 stables may use three Schools, although only one Show Jumping course may be booked at any one time i.e. not the Ash 1 and Arena 4 at the same time. The Showground is also available for flat work, and you may erect dressage arena on the grass, please check with us first regarding the siting of the arena.  The Cross Country is also available for your use.

11.
We must stress the importance of leaving the Schools tidy with any jumps you 

             have moved or altered put back in the designated position and height EVERY 

 TIME you vacate the School. The Indoor School must have the droppings    picked up BEFORE they are trodden in to the surface.  All arenas are under cctv surveillance.

12.       Schools may only be booked for lessons.  It is not permissible to book out  a     

            school for several hours just in case someone may wish to exercise in it.             

            The Showground is available for this purpose.  No horse may enter any      

            arena at any time without prior booking.  We need to have on record in the     

            office who is doing what, and where – AT ALL TIMES.

13.
You MUST let us know in advance (we recommend at least 4 weeks) the times you wish to use our facilities, as we have other clients wishing to use the schools, and reserving time is strictly on a first come first served basis.  Whilst we try to be as accommodating as possible, pressure of use in our Schools is extremely high and you must stick to your booked times.  

14.
The Farm Ride is not included in the Camp price and must be booked separately.  The 10% discount only applies if all the riders pay as one group not as individuals, when they would be charged at the full rate. You must book the Farm Ride in advance and state your starting time.  Please do not assume the Ride will be open whilst you are here, it may shut for a number of reasons.
15.       NO SMOKING in or around the stables or Camp Pavilion.

16.       Please leave a mobile telephone number of someone who is on site and in a           

            position of authority with the Farm Office.  If you need to call an Ambulance

            you must inform us IMMEDIATELY, and be aware that they are an  

            emergency service and not a taxi!  Farm grid reference is: SJ80 9648
