MINUTES OF AREA 4 RIDING CLUBS’ LIAISON GROUP ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING HELD ON MONDAY 25 OCTOBER 2010AT THE BAY HORSE, GOLDSBOROUGH

Clubs Present: Nidd Valley, East Yorks, Eldwick, Harewood CTG, Holme Valley, Ebor Vale, York and District, Ackworth, Scarborough, Calderdale, Malton, North Ryedale, Whitby, Darrowby and District, Selby and District.

Apologies: White Rose.

Minutes of the last meeting: were proposed by Barbara Lister (York) and seconded by Sue Emsley (Harewood CTG), and accepted as an accurate record of the meeting on 2nd August 2010.

Chairs Report

Area 4 had had a good year at the various championships, with several National Champions, both individual and teams, both Junior and Senior.

There had been one or two hiccoughs at the area shows, but we would treat these as learning experiences and expect to improve next year. One of the major bug bears remains the Riding clubs hard line on flu vac requirements. (This may change next year, see Mary’s report)

We have some excellent venues this year but may change the horse trials and the show-cross to different venues in 2011. These are expected to be Bishop Burton for the horse trials and Spoffoth for the show-cross. However these are yet to be finalised.

We have had some qualifiers from the area for the Hunter Trials Championships, which will be held at Hunnock 9th-10th April.

Richard then thanked the committee and all who had helped at this year’s competitions.

Ackworth and Darrowby will organise the winter Dressage on 14th November and East Yorks, Ebor Vale and possibly one other club will run the Showjumping/Combined training at Bishop Burton on 13th February.

The combined training will be a qualifier for Aston le Walls Championship. It will consist of a Riding Test (RT13) and a Style Jumping round. Each club may send 3 individuals (juniors or seniors or a combination of both).

Competition Secretary’s Report

No dates are available for the show-cross or horse trials yet; the summer show will be held 16th-17th July 2011 dressage on Saturday and showjumping on Sunday. Venue is to be Richmond EC

Treasurer’s report

Louise reported a profit for all events held this year; the total yearly profit was in the region of £2500 with the club having assets of around 15K.

The accounts are still to be adopted.

The entry fees will remain as they were this year. 

(NB no details of combined training fees are yet available. These will be forwarded to clubs when finalised)

Training Officers Report

Sallie Warters has resigned the post of Training Officer, effective immediately.

Maggie Smith was nominated by Michael Raper (Northallerton) and seconded by Richard Thompson (HCTG) and duly elected.

There were requests from the floor for training on Flu vaccination checking, first aid and General helper training.

Mary did ask at this point for Clubs to ensure their helpers know what their tasks were and how long they were expected to carry them out.

Lydia Ebdon (Darrowby) and Maggie to liaise. Lydia is prepared to travel to various parts of the area to provide helper training.

Club  should provide full briefing for helpers and if necessary, provide written instructions.

Area Representative’s Report

There is expected to be a change in the flu vac requirements next year. It is expected that as long as the horse has been correctly immunized for the last 5 years and it did have the first 3  injections correctly, then any error in the meantime would be discounted. Some discussions followed this as to how far out the deviations from the Jockey Club rules horse could be. It was decided to wait until the new rulebook was out and then the wording could be checked.

The preliminary entries will go back to 21 days, (same as our area entries).

Lincoln will be a week later next year 17-18th September.

Random drugs’ testing was carried out at the DTM this year; 4 horses were tested, one of which failed on Bute and ACP. This horse subsequently retired from competition.

The first “A” test is qualitative. The 2nd “B” test is quantitative, but is very expensive. If a rider wants the B test then they will have to fork out for the test at £800 per substance.

The full consequences of a positive test are not yet known.

BRC are looking to tag hats in the future (like BE and Pony Club) but as yet they are not sure exactly what procedure they will follow. Richard expressed his concern of having a hat with different coloured tags for the different disciplines. Mary will update us when the final decision is made.

Some clubs are only sending updated memberships on a spasmodic basis, which may lead to members not being insured at club events and possibly rejected from championships. Much better to immediately update head office whenever new members enroll. However it was pointed out that the upkeep of the database at head office is sometimes also not up to date.

Competitors for the DTM will be allowed to pick either 40m x 20m and 60mx 20m arenas at area this year (Please specify on entry forms what size arena is needed) The time allowed will be the same. At the championships only 60m x 20m will be used.

Only 75 people had bought tickets for the forum, which is disappointing. Comments were made that the schedule was too vague and it was not publicised when each bit would actually happed, so unless you were prepared to go for the full day, you may miss out on what it was you wanted to see.

Windsor in 2011 may be Riding Test and normal showjumping instead of a top score.

Darrowby asked if Head Office would send replies saying entries received.

The eligibility for Open competitions will change in 2011; Opens really will be Open (apart from advanced Event horses or grade A show jumpers). However even they may be given dispensation to compete with novice riders or juniors.

One of the Northallerton jumping ponies was disqualified from the team junior jumping at Lincoln after the event. It was found that the pony had won money under BSJA rules and so was not eligible. This led to the whole team being disqualified. Mary reminded the meeting that Chefs d’equipe were responsible for correctness of the declaration sheets.

Preliminary entries will remain the same for 2011 as 2010 but the championship entries will rise.

Election of Officers

Jann Crosland was proposed by Fiona Foster as Vice Chair seconded by Maggie Smith

Maggie had already been appointed as Training officer.

Richard Thompson (chair) and Nicky Lyons (competitions sec) were re-elected unopposed.
